In this sparkling comedy set in the French 
Riviera, Audrey Tautou plays a young woman who loves 
nice things and loves to have wealthy men pay for them.

Nine-year-old Cait is sent away 
from her dysfunctional family in rural Ireland to live with 
foster parents for the summer.

A married English couple (George 
Sanders and Ingrid Bergman) travel to Naples after inheriting 
a villa.
